2) Secretary’s Report – Booster Club Secretary Sylvia Karlan reported. At the February 23, 2021 General Membership Board meeting, the BC funded a total of $6,400, comprised of: $3,500 (Football) and $2,900 (Boys’/Girls’ Lacrosse). 6) Funding Requests 

k) FURTHER UPDATE to Music Department’s request – Tyler Farrell discussed updates to his initial request seeking $25,000 at the February 23, 2021 meeting.  The lockers proposed initially for the hallway will be moved into the band room, as the hallways are likely already as narrow as possible pursuant to LAUSD standards. Trying to get a waiver from LAUSD on this but unlikely to happen given LAUSD’s priorities now with school re-openings. Will obtain a new bid from Wenger. Confirmed that lockers will be movable, in the unlikely event a new VAPA building is built. LAUSD has to sign off on this before we fund this. Motion made to support this request, but most likely only up to $10,000 maximum, and that only if Music Department first (1) obtains a second bid, and (2) obtains prior written approval from LAUSD. Deferred, pending further information.

a. Amount Requested: 	$25,000
b. Amount Funded: 	$ 0 (deferred)  

l) College Center – Karen Ellis requested $5,000 to benefit 25 students, i.e., to fund 25 Senior awards: 12 VAPA awards in the amount of $200 each; 12 Athletic awards in the amount of $200 each; and 1 Anita Stephens Memorial Scholarship award in the amount of $200 ($2,400 + $2,400 + $500 = $5,000).  As requested, disapproved. Motion made to fund $5,000 for senior awards for class of 2020-2021, with the increase of $1,200 from last year going to departments other than VAPA and athletics that are not usually recognized (e.g., DECA, Envirothon, Debate, Science Bowl, BSU, Foreign Language), i.e., holding VAPA and athletics awards at $3,800 combined total; and with caveat that the total amount of $5,000 will not necessarily be funded next year. Motion approved.   

c. Amount Requested: 	$5,000
d. Amount Funded: 	$5,000 ($3,800 to VAPA/athletics awards; $1,200 to other departments’ awards)


m) Course on Disruptive Innovation – Farhad Rostamian requested $10,000 to benefit 250 students for an “on-line course as part of a program on disruptive innovation. … most pertinent for future jobs – artificial intelligence; robotics; blockchain and fintech; gene editing and biopharma; battery and storage. …”  No Pali teacher attached to it yet. Disapproved.
